ASPHER Working Groups in Rennes | 26-30 May 2010
Global Health

Chair: Andy Haines (London) | Co-chair: Antoine Flahault (Rennes)

The session will report on the initial meeting of institutional representatives
which took place in London on March 10", during which it was concluded that
there was a need for coordination of European academic institutions in the field
of Global Health. The discussion will cover the group’s values and specific
objectives, criteria for membership, financial support and the organisation and
governance of the proposed initiative.

The report will cover the most relevant areas
concerning collaboration between schools, i.e., admission criteria for doctoral
candidates, requirements for doctoral programmes, core competencies for
doctoral students in Public Health, requirements for doctoral supervision,
requirements for doctoral theses, requirements for the doctoral examination
process, and links with other disciplines. The session will aim to obtain
comments/feedback re: content of the report and the initial ideas on how to
implement the recommendations. Further areas to be covered (subject to
available time) will relate to funding, promotion and management of grants
specifically devoted to PhD students in public health, and formalizing the link
between doctoral studies and post-doctoral positions.

Innovation and Good Practice in Public Health Education

The main objective of the session is to initiate permanent dialogue on innovation
and good practice in PH education, continuing training and lifelong learning,
and to gain the engagement of European schools in the effort to improve public
health performance. So far SPHs have been less involved than PH institutes,
NGOs or voluntarily PH networks in the international and European discussions
about public health performance standards.

The session will start with a presentation highlighting good practice in applied
(action) learning and collaboration between SPHs and primary health care
institutions, based on critical reason to improve performance. Later on, the work
plan of the working group will be presented (re)focusing education, training,
evaluation, development and human resource function around achieving better
public health performance. The third part of the session will be devoted to
general discussion; besides innovative training techniques, which will open the
opportunity for students to apply classroom knowledge in the workplace,
general discussion will highlight the roles of partnerships between SPHs and
different public health entities supporting increasingly complex performance
behaviour in public health, in European and diverse global settings.
